Dan and Enoch Feistel in Central Asia work with
Joint Development Associates, International, Inc. (JDA) by meeting the felt
needs of the people through JDA'’s vision to provide holistic community devel-
opment, education, health services, and humanitarian aid that result in equip-
ping the nations for transformation. Their specific contribution to the welfare of
the poor people among whom they labor is developing aquaponics
(hydroponics/tank fish farming) to demonstrate a low-cost system for food and
business. They are working among the Karakalpak people.

Dan and Enoch have been in Seoul, Korea the last few months awaiting the
birth of their first child. Daniel Yein Feistel was born May 16, and the Feistels
are now in the States, staying with Dan’s sister in Watsonville.

Rob and Karen Jaworski have been with Cam International in Spain for the
last 19 years. Rob is the Field Director for the mission in Toledo Spain. As such
he leads the CAM Spain team in their efforts to plant churches and mobilize
young people into missions. Rob and Karen are actively involved in the Toledo
church, helping to build up the small congregation and reach out to other com-
munities nearby.

As Spain has become increasingly secular, the need to form teams to reach
this country with such a low percentage of believers has become ever more
urgent. As aresult, several Cam colleagues are considering transferring their
ministries from Latin America to Spain

Rob and Karen have two young sons, Jonathan age 9 and Timothy age 8.

Bill and Lore Lauesen along with their three daughters have served in the
Arabian Gulf since 1987. Along with their ministry with the Arabic fellowship,
they work with local Muslim believers, holding Bible studies and encouraging
them in their faith. This is a long and difficult process given the opposition by
family and friends. Baptisms do occur and are a cause for rejoicing.

Bill is also involved with implementing a new, complicated software program
for the hospital. He is hoping to visit some hospitals in the States to review
their software.
